About Pike Powers

"The face of the Austin region would look much different than
it does today if it weren't for the persistence and dedication of
Pike Powers," said Texas State Senator Kirk Watson. "Over the
years,  Pike  Powers  has  worked  to  improve  and  grow  our
region's high tech community and economy."
 
Powers was a leader in creating the Texas Technology Initiative
which was established in 2002 as a collaborative effort between
the government, academia, and private industry.
