Maldonado spent over 20 years at the Texas
Comptroller's  Office  (24  years  total  in  state  government)  before  seeking
election in House District 52. She was the first woman to serve consecutive
terms  as  president  of  the  Mexican  American  Comptroller's  Employees
Association  at  the  Comptroller's  office.  She  also  won  the  Comptroller's
Outstanding Team Award in 1998. In addition to her day to day operations,
she served on numerous task forces and committees at the agency.
